ELECTIONS FOR PRESIDENT AND MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE

Dear Members,

Two nominations have been received for President, so an election will be held.  For the Management Committee, the number of candidates matches exactly the number of vacancies, so no election is necessary.  Details are given below.

For the Presidential election, all Full Members are asked to cast their vote by 24th November – either by signing, scanning and emailing me the voting paper at the end or by sending me a clear email from your usual WCF contact.  I will acknowledge receipt of all votes.

The timetable for the remaining stages, set out in the Statutes, is as follows:
· voting papers sent to Members by 30th October – 30 days prior to end date [“voting papers” = this document]
· voting papers returned to the S-G by 24th November – 7 days prior to end date

· the names of those elected will be declared on 1st December - the “end date”  for these elections

· successful candidates take up their posts on 1st January 2012.

I will act as the Returning Officer and will ask two people who are not MC members to act as Scrutineers.

President

The two candidates are both existing members of the MC:
· Amir Ramsis Naguib, nominated by the Egyptian Croquet Federation

· Stephen Mulliner, nominated by the Australian Croquet Association.

Their resumes and objectives are in the separate attachment [candidates.doc]. The unsuccessful candidate will continue their existing term on the MC.
Management Committee

There are 4 vacancies and 4 candidates, so no election is required.

The following are therefore elected (or re-elected) for a 2 or 4 year term, commencing 1st January 2012:

· Keith Aiton, nominated by Croquet Association (England)

· Michael Orgill, nominated by USCA

· Gordon Smith, nominated by Croquet New Zealand

· Chris Wakeham, nominated by South African Croquet Association.

Under Statute 105.5.2, we should decide by lot which one of the 4 candidates gets the 2 year term – however, Gordon has kindly offered to take the 2 year term as that fits with his personal plans.  Keith, Michael and Chris are therefore elected for 4 year terms.  Their resumes and objectives are also in the attached document [candidates.doc] for your information.
